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A RESOLUTION memorializing Louis T. Peniston and adjourning the House of Representatives in his honor.

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston was a native son of the Commonwealth born in Lacie, in Henry County born of Tandy and Elizabeth Peniston, residing in New Castle with his wife, Mae, at the time of his passing on Thursday, January 13, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston distinguished himself in service to his country in World War II, serving in the Army Air Force in the South Pacific as well as earning the rank of lieutenant colonel in the United States Air Force Reserve; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston operated a successful law practice in New Castle for over 58 years after receiving his Juris Doctorate from the University of Louisville School of Law; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston served the citizens of Henry and Shelby Counties as Representative of the 58th District beginning in the late 1940s, continuing his service as representative through the 1960s by serving a total of eight terms; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston served the citizens of Henry, Oldham, Trimble, Gallatin, Grant, Carroll, Shelby, and Owen Counties as Senator of the 26th District from 1982 to 1990 with Mae, his ever-devoted wife, being a welcome and helpful aide at his side for many legislative sessions; and

WHEREAS, the legislative service of Louis T. Peniston was such that he was the only Kentuckian whose service in the General Assembly touched six decades, an accomplishment that underscores his dedication to being an agent of the people of his district; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston was eminently active in his community, being a charter member of the Henry County Historical Society, a member of the Henry County Library Board, Campbellsburg Grand Lodge of Kentucky, Carroll Royal Arch Masons, Carroll American Legion Post, and Henry County Disabled American Veterans, as well as being a member of many organizations outside of his local community; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston served God through his active membership in the Hopewell Baptist Church for the entirety of his life in his hometown of Lacie; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston expressed his love of the study of history through his membership in such societies as the Kentucky Historical Society and the Filson Club Historical Society; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston excelled in his employment as director and counsel for the Eminence Farmers Deposit Bank, as well as being counsel for the Henry County Public Schools and the Henry County Baptist Association; and

WHEREAS, Louis T. Peniston approached his service to the people of the Commonwealth of Kentucky in a deliberate and scholarly manner infused with respect and seriousness for the Legislature--the institution that expresses the very essence of Democracy;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most sincere condolences for the loss of Louis T. Peniston to his wife, Mae H.  Peniston, his brother, William H. Peniston, his sister, Mrs. William L. (Virginia) Costel, and to his nieces and nephews, whom he adored.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives acknowledges that Louis T. Peniston was dedicated to the well-being of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and to the localities he represented in the General Assembly, as was evidenced through his sincere and painstaking service in the General Assembly that spanned a total of 25 years and furthermore affirms that his manifold good works will be long remembered.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it shall do so in honor and fond remembrance of Louis T. Peniston.
