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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Jerry Fonce Howell.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to the late Jerry Fonce Howell, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Jerry Fonce Howell was born on February 4, 1914 at Dana, Kentucky, and departed this life January 27, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Fonce Howell was one of ten children born of John Allen and Louisa Rice Howell; and

WHEREAS, eight of his siblings, his parents, and his wife, Buena Ramsey Howell, all predeceased him, leaving his son, Jerry F. Howell, Jr., one sister, Lassie Morgan, and numerous nieces and nephews to survive; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Fonce Howell graduated from Prestonsburg High School in 1932, and attended Morehead State University, Georgetown College, and Western Kentucky University before serving as a teacher and principal in Floyd County at Bosco, Wheelwright, and McDowell; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Fonce Howell served the Commonwealth as a member of the House of Representatives from 1942 to 1948 where he was Majority Floor Leader and also served as a State Senator from 1958 to 1960; and

WHEREAS, during the 1960s, he was an Agricultural Stabilization Committeeman and was the first Chairman of the Middle Kentucky River Development District, and also served on the board for many years; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Fonce Howell's public service included contributions as a member of the Kiwanis Club, the Natural Bridge Park Association, the Kentucky Advocates for Higher Education, the Breathitt County School Advisory Council and as a two-time member of the Board of Regents at Morehead State University, including a stint as Chairman; and

WHEREAS, the loss of Jerry Fonce Howell marks the passing of a life well-lived, and leaves a legacy of integrity, honor and service to his family and to all whose lives he touched;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its deep sense of sorrow upon the passing of Jerry Fonce Howell, and extends to his family and multitude of friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
