SB 101 amends KRS 67.077 to delete the requirement that county ordinances be published prior to enactment.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 101 on county government will likely be a minimal savings. KRS 67.077 deals with the treatment of proposed ordinances, but only in counties. KRS 67.077 is not applicable to charter county, urban county government, or a consolidated local government. 

SB 101 removes the mandate that counties publish proposed ordinances, in detail or summary, prior to passage of the ordinance. Currently, the statute also requires that publication, pursuant to KRS Chapter 424, include the time, date, and place at which the county ordinance will be considered, and a place where a copy of the full text of the proposed ordinance is available for public inspection. This procedure is also required for amendments to existing ordinances. However, "no further publication shall be necessary if at each meeting the time, date, and place of the next meeting are announced."

The amount of savings resulting from not having to publicize proposed ordinances and amendments to ordinances would vary. Major factors determining the savings would include the cost per inch of advertising in local newspapers, the number or ordinances taken up in a year, and the length of each announcement.
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
