On page 3, lines 18 to 27, by deleting same and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"(8)
The office of executive director of the Parole Board is created. The office shall be headed by an executive director who shall be appointed by and directly responsible to the secretary of the Justice Cabinet in matters relating to administration. The executive director:

(a)
Shall be responsible for the support services to the Parole Board in the area of:
1.
Financial management,

Personnel, [and]

Facilities management, and[; ]

Parole board victim advocate services;
(b)
Shall provide recommendations on administrative issues affecting the board to the secretary of the Justice Cabinet, the chairman of the Parole Board, and Parole Board members; 

(c)
Shall review and draft legislation and promulgate administrative regulations for the board; and 

(d)
Shall review parole data and conduct long-range planning as relevant to the planning needs of the board.


In providing parole board victim advocate services, the executive director shall designate personnel of the parole board as parole board victim advocates. A parole board victim advocate shall, upon request of the victim of an offender who is to appear before the parole board, assist the crime victim in the preparation, filing, or presentation of any statement or testimony that the victim is authorized to make to the board. Additionally, if requested to do so by the offender's victim, the parole board victim advocate may participate in any review or hearing the offender has before the board in the same manner and upon the same terms and conditions as a member of the board, except that the parole board victim advocate shall not have a vote.".
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
