PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

SB 87 creates a new chapter of KRS 510 which prohibits using communications systems, including computer, computer networks, or computer bulletin boards, or any other electronic means for the purpose of procuring or promoting the use of a minor, or a peace office posing as a minor, for activity in violation of certain sexual offenses. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 106 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure provides criminal penalties for an individual who knowingly uses any electronic communications system for the purpose of procuring or promoting the use of a minor, or a peace officer posing as a minor, for activity in violation of certain sexual offenses.  A violation of the provision is punishable as a Class D felony.

Local law enforcement will need training to comply with this measure. Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of SB 106 until the time of conviction and final sentencing, at an average cost of $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense. The average length of stay prior to conviction and final sentencing is 8.7 months. Class D felons meeting the Kentucky Department of Correction's requirements for Level I custody are housed, following conviction, at one of 71 local jails for the duration of their sentence. The state, however, reimburses the local jail for a portion of the incarceration costs. The current rate of reimbursement is $26.51 per day.

The  number of cases constituting a crime under SB 106 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
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
