MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of this measure is to require the Department of Education, in the distribution of funds from the Support Education Excellence in Kentucky (SEEK) program, to establish a per pupil holdharmless provision for each school district using data from FY 1995-96 rather than FY 1991-92. The measure also sets in place a requirement for an annual adjustment to per pupil holdharmless funding amount for each school district.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The measure amends KRS 157.360 to establish a per pupil holdharmless provision within the SEEK program. The General Assembly, through the biennial budget bill, established a per pupil holdharmless provision to guarantee that no school district would receive in any year less funding through SEEK than was received in FY 1991-92.  The measure directs that the Department of Education would move the per pupil holdharmless year forward to FY 1995-96 and establish a new per pupil holdharmless funding amount for each school district. The measure also directs an adjustment to the per pupil holdharmless amount on an annual basis. The annual adjustment would be equal to the percentage increase in the SEEK base provided in the biennial budget.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Only two school districts - Fayette County and Boone County - received less funding per pupil in FY 2004-2005 than was received in FY 1995-96. Increasing the per pupil funding in these districts to the level received in 1995-96 would require an additional expenditure of $3,606,000 in FY 2004-2005 and an estimated expenditure of $3,800,000 in FY 2005-2006.  The FY 2005-2006 expenditure is estimated because data elements necessary for a projection are not currently known.
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
