PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Any appeal from an action of the local Board of Adjustment or local Planning Commission  has to be taken pursuant to KRS 100.347.  SB 157/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 454 to: (1) Provide for an appeal bond of $25,000 to $100,000 when an appeal is filed to a land use decision pursuant to KRS 100.347; (2) Direct that no unit of local government or political subdivision of this state, or any of their agencies, boards, or other instrumentalities, is to be required to post a bond under these circumstances.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 157 GA on local governments is expected to be nil since, under the measure, no unit of local government or political subdivision of this state, or any of their agencies, boards, or other instrumentalities shall be required to post a bond when the court orders the posting of an appeal bond by an aggrieved party to a land use decision filed pursuant to KRS 100.347.
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
