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AN ACT relating to community mental health-mental retardation services.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 210.420 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as hereinafter provided, grants from state general funds for any program shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the total expenditures for:

(a)
Salaries;

(b)
Contract facilities and services;

(c)
Operation, maintenance, and service costs;

(d)
Per diem and travel expenses for members of the community mental health-mental retardation boards; and

(e)
Other expenditures specifically approved by the secretary for health services.


No grants from state general funds shall be made for capital expenditures. Grants from state general funds may be made for expenditures for mental health and mental retardation services whether provided by operation of a local facility or through contract with other public or private agencies.

(2)
The secretary of the Cabinet for Health Services shall distribute to community mental health-mental retardation boards all[those] general funds appropriated to the cabinet for the operation of regional community mental health-mental retardation programs. Total[This] distribution of state general funds shall be by the following[a] formula which includes provisions for:

(a)
Seventy percent (70%) of funds available shall be distributed based on per capita allocations adjusted yearly by the most current population estimate from the United States Census Bureau and shall not be subject to fee for service reimbursement;

(b)
Ten percent (10%) of funds available shall be distributed based on incentive allocations which require local matching funds based on the per capita wealth of the area served; and

(c)
Twenty percent (20%) of funds available shall be distributed by discretionary allocations to be available to the secretary to maintain essential services pursuant to KRS 210.410.


The formula for allocation of community mental health-mental retardation program general funds shall be prescribed by administrative regulations.
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
