PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 44 HCS retains the provisions of SB 44 GA but makes the following changes. It requires the adjutant general to notify the Governor and the executive director of the Office of Homeland Security regarding a disaster or emergency involving homeland security, rather than the executive director, adjutant general, and the director of the Division of Emergency Management making a joint recommendation to the Governor. It directs that the adjutant general be the Governor's primary point of contact for managing and responding to the disaster or emergency. Additionally, SB 44 HCS deletes the provision requiring the director of the Division of Emergency Management to notify the executive director of the Office of Homeland Security of all major emergencies or disasters and all responses to those events.

SB 44 HCS places Kentucky homeland security responsibilities with the Office of Homeland Security, and attaches that office to the Office of the Governor. It also requires all local governments, including cities, counties, urban counties, charter counties, consolidated local governments, special taxing districts, and public agencies of the local governments, to annually submit to their respective area development districts a record of all federal homeland security funding, including grants, received during the fiscal year. The record would identify the specific federal source, the amount, the specified recipient, the intended use of the funds, the actual use, and any unspent amount. The area development districts would be required to group the information by county, and submit it to the Governor's Office for Local Development (Department of Local Government), which, in turn, would submit the information to the Office of Homeland Security.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The provisions of the HCS to SB 44 will have no fiscal impact on local government. The provisions of the original SB 44 GA will also not have a fiscal impact on local government, as the procedure detailed in the bill is already practiced by local governments, in accordance with KRS 36.224. SB 44 HCS repeals KRS 36.224 and recreates the provisions relating to local government’s role in the new KRS Chapter 39G. According to the Governor’s Office for Local Development, SB 44 HCS would not change the current process by which the Area Development Districts obtain homeland security fund information from local governments.
