SB 45/HCS  retains the  major provisions of the measure relating to local government and (1) Permits County Attorneys to apply for drug grants and funding without going through the state Office of Drug Control Policy; (2) Limits the authority of peace officers of the Department of Kentucky Vehicle Enforcement to enforcing traffic and motor carrier laws.
