Text of Legislation:  

Retain provisions of HCS 1 except limit the Office of Investigations to investigations of the executive branch of government and prevent the office from investigating the state police; refer matters concerning the investigation of state police to the commissioner of the state police for action in accordance with KRS Chapter 16.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections concurs with the changes in the HCS that relate to the Department structure and the Corrections Commission. As the HCS pertains to not holding of federal peace officer powers the Department of Corrections does not concur.  The ability of officers to hold federal peace officer powers is cornerstone for our participation in federal fugitive task force, where participating agencies operate nation wide in the investigation and apprehension of violent offenders.  Officers from the Commonwealth are often called upon to pursue fugitives into other jurisdictions.  Since joining the federal fugitive taskforce in September, 38 fugitives wanted by probation and parole in Louisville have been captured.  20 fugitives wanted by probation and parole in Lexington have been captured since late January 2005.
