PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 45/HCS 2 retains the  major provisions of the measure as passed by the Senate.  The subject matter related to local government includes:

Coordination with the state Office of Drug Control Policy on matters relating to drug usage, abuse, prevention, treatment, and enforcement when receiving funding through agencies of the Executive Branch; 

Designation of a local law enforcement liaison to serve in an advisory capacity on the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council;

Development of a written policy and procedures manual related to domestic violence by local government units receiving funds from the Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund;

Compliance with the automated warrant system to be designed and implemented by the Secretary of the Justice and Public Safety Cabinet as an element of the Kentucky Unified Criminal Justice Information System.

Under the SB 45/HCS2, County Attorneys are authorized to apply for and receive independent funding and grant applications without going through the state Office of Drug Control Policy; .
