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AN ACT relating to drugs.
Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 218A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "liquid ephedrine or pseudoephedrine" means a drug that:
(a)
Contains ephedrine or pseudoephedrine;
(b)
Is in liquid, liquid capsule, or gel capsule form; and
(c)
Has an active ingredient in addition to ephedrine or pseudoephedrine.
(2)
The provisions of this section do not apply to:
(a)
Liquid ephedrine or pseudoephedrine;
(b)
Ephedrine or pseudoephedrine dispensed upon a prescription;
(c)
A legitimate wholesale sale of a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine; or
(d)
A legitimate distribution of a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine to a licensed practitioner by a pharmaceutical representative.
(3)
No person shall sell a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine unless the drug is dispensed:
(a)
At a pharmacy having a valid pharmacy license;
(b)
By a licensed pharmacist; and
(c)
In a quantity not exceeding twenty-four (24) tablets.
(4)
No person shall sell a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine to a purchaser unless the purchaser: 
(a)
Presents a valid government-issued photo identification containing the purchaser's name, address, and date of birth; and
(b)
Signs a receipt or record book showing the:
1.
Date of the transaction; 
2.
Name of the purchaser; 
3.
Address of the purchaser; and
4.
Amount of the drug purchased.
(5)
No person shall sell or attempt to sell more than twenty-four (24) tablets of a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine to the same person within a twenty-four (24) hour period.
(6)
No person shall obtain or attempt to obtain more than twenty-four (24) tablets of a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine in a twenty-four (24) hour period.
(7)
No pharmacy shall place a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine on a shelf where the drug is available to the public, and a pharmacy shall protect any drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine in the same manner as a legend drug.
(8)
No person shall present a false, altered, or fictitious identification to obtain or attempt to obtain a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine or make a false entry on the receipt or record book when he or she obtains or attempts to obtain a drug containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine.
(9)
Any person who violates any provision of this section shall be guilty of a Class D felony.
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
