Text of Legislation:  

 Amend KRS 531.335, relating to possession of child pornography, to increase penalty for first offense from Class A misdemeanor to Class D felony and second and subsequent offense penalty from Class D to Class C felony; amend KRS 531.340 relating to distribution of child pornography to provide a Class C felony penalty for a second or subsequent offense.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill could potentially increase the number of persons who would be incarcerated under state custody for possession of child pornography.  In the case of second possession of child pornography and second offense of distribution of child pornography, it would increase the length of incarceration for criminals who would already be in state custody.  In 2004 there were 16 individuals locked up for Distributing matter portraying a sexual performance by a minor.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Any addition to the number of inmates who may be housed within the Department of Corrections can cause an increase funds spent on costs to incarcerate.  In addition lengthening the amount of time that an inmate resides within a jail, prison or community corrections setting causes an increase to amount of funding needed to incarcerate that individual.
