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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Col. Andrew Jackson May Bridge" in Floyd County.

WHEREAS, Andrew Jackson May was the son of noted Kentuckian Samuel May; and

WHEREAS, Andrew Jackson May, after seeking his fortune in the California gold rush, returned to West Liberty , Kentucky, to practice law; and

WHEREAS, at the outbreak of the Civil War, Andrew Jackson May organized the 5th Kentucky Infantry and the 10th Kentucky Cavalry for the Confederate States of America, serving as a Colonel in both units; and

WHEREAS, Colonel Andrew Jackson May was one of the primary leaders of the Confederate Army in Kentucky during the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, recently steps have been taken to honor the historical significance of Civil War battle sites in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on Kentucky Route 1428 in Prestonsburg, Floyd County, over the CSX railroad the "Col. Andrew Jackson May Bridge."

Section 2.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 1 of this Resolution which read "Col. Andrew Jackson May Bridge."
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
