A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Dr. Dorothy Height.

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height's leadership has advanced the struggle  for the liberation of black women for more than fifty years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height's work began in the 1930s as a member of the Harlem Young Christian Women's Association and branched out to encompass the work of the National Council of Negro Women in 1937; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height's efforts at the YWCA were rewarded, in the end, by that organization's commitment to full integration of black women; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height simultaneously labored in the National Council of Negro Women, rising to the presidency of that august body in 1957; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height was a comrade-in-arms of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., Whitney Young, A. Philip Randolf, and others in the Civil Rights Movement, and was an integral part of almost every major civil rights action of the 1960s; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height's professional and social efforts spanned more than sixty years, as she only retired from the National Council of Negro Women in 1998; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height has worked ceaselessly to free black women and to strengthen the black family; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Dorothy Height has been honored by the great leaders of our day, President Ronald Reagan, President Bill Clinton, and President George W. Bush;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby congratulate Dr. Dorothy Height for her courage, determination, and ultimate success during trying times. We acknowledge the outstanding example she has set for us and our communities. We wish her continued success in all future endeavors.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Dr. Dorothy Height.
