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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Hunter S. Thompson.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Hunter S. Thompson, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Hunter S. Thompson was born on July 18, 1937, a native of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Woody Creek, Colorado, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 20, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Hunter S. Thompson is survived by his loving son, Juan Thompson, and his loving wife, Anita Thompson; and

WHEREAS, Hunter S. Thompson graduated from Male High School in Louisville; he served his country in the United States Air Force, after which time he became a foreign correspondent for the New York Herald Tribune in Puerto Rico; and

WHEREAS, Hunter S. Thompson was a remarkable writer and satirist, and his books were associated with the "New Journalism" movement of the 1960s in which he took a more novelistic and personal approach to his subjects; he was a gifted spirit, and spoke to the world what people were afraid to say; he was a counter-culture icon, and the peak of his fame came in the 1970s when he contributed stories to a number of well-read magazines, and most notably, was a national correspondent for Rolling Stone magazine, and a regular contributor to various national and international publications; he was challenging and defiantly subjective in his writing, and he also went where establishment reporters were reluctant to go--to East Los Angeles to talk to the Chicanos; to Olympia, Washington to listen to the Amerindians; to Louisville, Kentucky, to report on African-Americans; to Brazil and Colombia and Bolivia and Ecuador and Peru, and the fear and loathing that he found in these places was not an hallucination; and

WHEREAS, a few of Hunter S. Thompson's books include Hell's Angels, Fear and Loathing in Las Vegas, Fear and Loathing in America, The Proud Highway, and Rum Diary; and

WHEREAS, Hunter S. Thompson will always be remembered as one of the foremost authors and intellects produced by the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Hunter S. Thompson has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Hunter S. Thompson, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Hunter S. Thompson.
