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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the bravery and service of Army Staff Sergeant Robert S. Doughty.

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Robbie Doughty was born in Paducah on December 5, 1974, to John and Diane Doughty; he graduated from Lone Oak High School in 1992; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Doughty enlisted in the Army through an early admission program when he was a junior at Lone Oak High School; he advanced to become a staff sergeant in the 3rd Brigade, 5th Special Forces Group based at Fort Campbell; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Doughty was sent to Iraq in June, 2004, and bravely supported Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, on July 8, 2004, Sergeant Doughty was seriously injured on a supply mission when an improvised roadside bomb exploded near his Humvee; as a result of the explosion, Sergeant Doughty lost both of his legs and sustained shrapnel injuries to his body and chest; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Doughty arrived at Walter Reed Medical Center in Washington, DC on July 13, 2004, to have several surgeries and begin his rehabilitation; by October 1, 2004, he was able to walk with the aid of prosthetic legs; and

WHEREAS, while in Washington, Sergeant Doughty was visited by Secretary of State Colin Powell; he also met United States Senator Mitch McConnell at his Capitol office, talked on the phone to former presidential candidate Ross Perot, and toured the White House with Chief of Staff Andy Card; and

WHEREAS, after five months of medical treatment, Sergeant Doughty was able to return home to Kentucky to continue his recuperation; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Doughty has been awarded numerous military and civic honors including a Purple Heart, the Bronze Star Medal, the Army Commendation Medal, the Duke of Paducah Award, and the Alben Barkley Distinguished Citizen Award; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Doughty continues to support the troops stateside by attending and speaking at rallies and ceremonies; he intends to finish college and pursue a new career in civilian life;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is proud to recognize the patriotic service of Staff Sergeant Robert S. Doughty to his country and does hereby express its appreciation and recognize his heroism. We extend our best wishes for a complete recovery and success in the future.
