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A RESOLUTION concerning the Kentucky Clean Coal Energy Project.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Clean Coal Energy Project proposes to create a new industry in Kentucky, an industry that utilizes large amounts of Kentucky coal to produce zero-sulfur diesel and jet fuel for an almost unlimited market; and

WHEREAS, the fuel to be produced by the project is to be known as "Kentucky Freedom Fuel"; and

WHEREAS, a consortium of companies proposes to build numerous plants in and around the coal fields of Kentucky to produce clean transportation fuels from Kentucky's abundant coal reserves; and

WHEREAS, these plants, which will utilize existing proven technology combined with an emerging more efficient gasification technology, will produce clean liquid fuels and electricity with near zero emissions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This body offers its support to the consortium of companies and to the Administration of Governor Ernie Fletcher in their efforts to make this project successful.

Section 2.   This body furthermore recommends that two million dollars ($2 million) from the surplus coal severance tax fund be allocated in future years to help with engineering, marketing, site selection, permitting, and infrastructure development for a "Kentucky Freedom Fuel" demonstration plant.
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
