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A RESOLUTION recognizing April 2005 as Hopkinsville Community College month.

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville Community College has been providing educational excellence for 40 years since its founding in 1965; and

WHEREAS, the founders of Hopkinsville Community College recognized the need and the positive impact of initiating a community college in the Hopkinsville area; and

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville Community College provides an affordable, high-quality, post secondary educational opportunity, primarily to the citizens in Caldwell, Christian, Logan, Trigg, and Todd counties in Kentucky, as well as Montgomery, Stewart, and Robertson counties in Tennessee, and has established itself as a true, regional institution of learning; and

WHEREAS, over 6,000 students have matriculated in and graduated from Hopkinsville Community College since its inception; and

WHEREAS, the customized training programs offered by Hopkinsville Community College have benefited thousands of workers in the region's businesses and industries, and thousands of local citizens have benefited from continuing education courses offered by the college; and

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville Community College, through its role in the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, plays a significant role in the enhanced educational attainment of local citizens in their efforts to meet the demands placed upon them by today's society and workplace; and

WHEREAS, Hopkinsville Community College plays a significant role in community growth and economic development and is a catalyst for an improved quality of life for the citizens residing in the communities served by it;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby recognize April 2005 as Hopkinsville Community College Month and furthermore affirms that Hopkinsville Community College has greatly contributed to the educational, cultural, and economic well-being of the region it serves, which, in turn, serves to improve the quality of life enjoyed by all citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
