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A RESOLUTION honoring Mayor Waymond Morris on the occasion of his retirement from the Office of Mayor of Owensboro, Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Waymond O. Morris is a vital resident of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, living in Owensboro, in Daviess County; and

WHEREAS, Waymond O. Morris has exemplified honorable civic service in his multifaceted career, serving 36 years in public education, including serving as Daviess County High School Head Football Coach from 1965 to 1975 and earning during his tenure many regional and state accolades; serving as Principal of Daviess County High School in 1982 until retiring in 1995 and being named as Kentucky Principal of the Year in 1989; serving as Vice Principal of Apollo High School where he took an active role in renovating the discipline policy, which was recognized nationally; and serving as Assistant Superintendent in which capacity he was responsible for improving the implementation of many school programs, receiving accolades for his superlative work; and

Morris was instrumental in making significant improvements to Owensboro's city infrastructure, including projects centered around the areas of transportation and drainage, services which are essential for a healthy and prosperous city; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure as Mayor of Owensboro, Waymond O. Morris was the driving force behind making significant improvements to the day-to-day operations of the city, improving services to the citizens and the efficiency of the delivery of those services; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure as Mayor of Owensboro, Waymond O. Morris was instrumental in bringing economic vitality to Owensboro through the many businesses and enterprises that now exist in the city bearing witness to his excellent leadership; and

WHEREAS, Waymond O. Morris's influence was felt outside of the borders of the City of Owensboro where he served on the Board of Directors and on the Legislative Commission of the Kentucky League of Cities, as well as serving in various capacities with the National League of Cities;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
