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A RESOLUTION honoring Dr. Lilialyce Akers for being distinguished by the Kentucky Commission on Women and adjourning the Senate in her honor.

WHEREAS, in 1968, Governor Louie Nunn, in response to the efforts of Governor Ned Breathitt to examine the status of women in Kentucky in 1964, established by executive order the Kentucky Commission on Women to improve women's station in Kentucky, and in 1970, the Commission was set in statute; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Commission on Women began the "Kentucky Women Remembered" campaign which was designed to bring attention to the contributions that women in Kentucky have made to advance their station in the Commonwealth of Kentucky and to improve the Commonwealth itself; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Lilialyce Akers, on March 4, 2005, will have the honor of having her watercolor portrait commissioned in connection with the "Kentucky Women Remembered" initiative and placed with the past recipients of this honor in the West Wing of the Capitol Building in Frankfort; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Lilialyce Akers has through her personal and professional efforts met the criteria for selection of this honor and has "strengthened Kentucky by strengthening women through determination, personal contributions and outstanding work, exhibited leadership and achievement in women's rights and has served as a role model to others";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby laud Dr. Lilialyce Akers on the occasion of her being distinguished by the Kentucky Commission on Women through their "Kentucky Women Remembered" campaign in recognition of her monumental efforts at improving the station of women in Kentucky that, in turn, will elevate the quality of life for all the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it shall do so in honor and recognition of Dr. Lilialyce Akers's considerable accomplishments.
