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A RESOLUTION honoring the contributions of Robert Jefferson.

WHEREAS, Robert Jefferson was born in Lexington, Kentucky and has been credited with disassembling segregation in the Fayette County Public School System, by virtue of his lawsuit filed in 1972 challenging the practices of the school system; and

WHEREAS, Robert Jefferson has been a valuable citizen of Lexington-Fayette County, making many contributions to the community in various areas; and

WHEREAS, Robert Jefferson continues to be an outspoken leader in his community and in his church, having been prominently featured on the cover of the Lexington Herald-Leader newspaper in a news article entitled "A Measure of Progress," wherein he and five other individuals from the Lexington-Fayette County Black community reflected upon changes within the community; and

WHEREAS, Robert Jefferson has amassed a distinguished record of service to his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its genuine appreciation to Robert Jefferson for his tireless and diligent devotion to his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate does hereby honor the contributions of Robert Jefferson.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns on this day, it dismisses in honor and in tribute to Robert Jefferson.
