WHEREAS, Freddie Brown has been a valuable citizen of Lexington-Fayette County, making many contributions to the community through his work as president of the Young Men's Christian Association's Black Achievers Program, a program that pairs young people with mentors in the community; and

WHEREAS, Freddie Brown continues to be an outspoken leader in his community and in his church, having been prominently featured on the cover of the Lexington Herald-Leader newspaper in a news article entitled "A Measure of Progress," wherein he and five other individuals from the Lexington-Fayette County Black community reflected upon changes within the community; and

WHEREAS, Freddie Brown has worked with children, all of whom have benefited from his reasonable and sound professional advice; and

WHEREAS, Freddie Brown has amassed a distinguished record of service to the children in his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and in the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its genuine appreciation to Freddie Brown for his tireless and diligent devotion to the children in his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate does hereby honor the contributions of Freddie Brown.
