A RESOLUTION honoring the life-long contributions of S. T. Roach.

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach, also known as "Coach Roach," has made major contributions to the Lexington-Fayette County community and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky in the areas of athletics, education, and social awareness; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach was the original Dunbar High School coach in Lexington, where he taught science and coached basketball for 24 years, later serving as assistant principal at Lexington Junior High School; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach was salutatorian of his high school class, obtained a bachelor’s degree from Kentucky State College, and earned a master’s degree from the University of Kentucky, where he was one of the very early African-Americans to graduate; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach, at Dunbar, amassed a record of 512 wins to 142 losses with a lifetime coaching record of 610 wins and 166 losses; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach continues to be an outspoken leader in his community and in his church, the St. Paul African Methodist Episcopal Church, where he is a church steward, former trustee, class leader, and choir member; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach has worked with children, all of whom have benefited from his seasoned counsel and sound advice; and 

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach served on the boards of Boy Scouts of America and Big Brothers/Big Sisters, has been awarded an honorary doctorate degree from Kentucky State University, was inducted into the Kentucky High School Athletic Association Dawahare’s Hall of Fame, and was inducted into the Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame, among other noted accomplishments; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach became the namesake of the new Dunbar High School gymnasium, the S. T. Roach Sports Center, where the S. T. Roach Basketball Classic occurs annually; and

WHEREAS, S. T. Roach has amassed a distinguished record of service to the children in his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and in the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its genuine appreciation to S. T. Roach for his tireless and diligent devotion to the children in his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate does hereby honor the life-long contributions of S. T. Roach.
