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A RESOLUTION honoring the life-long contributions of Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples.

WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples is a native Lexingtonian, who graduated from the Lexington Theological Seminary, and remained active in civil rights throughout the duration of his life; and 

WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples was pastor of Versailles First Baptist Church for 5 years and was pastor of Bracktown Baptist Church for 10 years, and is currently pastor of Historic Pleasant Green Missionary Baptist Church, the oldest African-American Baptist Church west of the Allegheny Mountains, for 26 years; and

WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples retired as president of Simmons Bible College in Louisville, Kentucky, and amassed a list of honors and awards too numerous to mention; and 

WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples continues to be an outspoken leader in his community and in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, having been prominently featured on the cover of the Lexington Herald-Leader newspaper in a news article entitled "A Measure of Progress," wherein he and five other individuals from the African-American community in Lexington-Fayette County reflected upon changes within the community; and

WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples has been a valuable citizen, who has made major contributions and amassed a distinguished record of service to his local community, to Lexington-Fayette County, and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its genuine appreciation to Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples for his tireless and diligent devotion to the children in his local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate does hereby honor the life-long contributions of Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns on this day, it dismisses in honor and in tribute to Reverend Dr. T. H. Peoples.
