PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 101/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 510 which requires the court to issue a no contact order prohibiting a defendant convicted of a felony sex offense, other than indecent exposure, from having contact or only court permitted contact with the victim of the offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 101/HCS on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires the court to issue a no contact order prohibiting a defendant convicted of a felony sex offense, other than indecent exposure, from having contact or only court permitted contact with the victim of the offense. Persons found guilty of violating HB 101/HCS will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 101/HCS. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 101/HCS is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
