PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 111 eliminates the Social Security number of each party to the marriage as part of the information required on the marriage license form prescribed by the Department for Libraries and Archives pursuant to KRS 402.100. County Clerks are responsible for the issuance, maintenance and storage of marriage licenses within the Commonwealth.

The measure directs the County Clerk to request a Social Security number (SSN) of each party to the marriage and to forward the SSN to the appropriate agency within the Cabinet for Health and Family Services that is responsible for enforcing child support. The SSN is to be stored by that agency with a nonidentifying numeric. The Social Security number is restricted from release to the public.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 111 on local government is expected to be minimal. Implementation of the measure may result in minimal administrative costs for County Clerks due to any initial administrative and computer programmatic changes necessary to: (1) remove Social Security Numbers (SSNs) from any hard and computer based copies of marriage licenses retained by the County Clerk; (2) change current marriage license application forms to delete the SSNs entry; and (3) provide for collection of SSNs and the required forwarding to the appropriate agency within the Cabinet for Health and Family Services that is responsible for enforcing child support.
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
