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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

WHEREAS, the United States has long delegated to the states the authority to arrest persons who commit crimes against the United States at set out in 18 USC Section 3041; and

WHEREAS, this authority may be utilized to assist the federal government in the enforcement of the criminal provisions of the Immigration and Naturalization Act by identifying persons present in the Untied States illegally when those persons come into contact with the Commonwealth's criminal justice system; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of the Commonwealth have a right to expect the prompt and effective enforcement of all laws enacted for their protection and benefit;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 431 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "certified peace officer" carries the same meaning as is set out in KRS 15.310.

(2)
To the extent permitted and as authorized by federal law, a certified peace officer may investigate, apprehend, detain, or remove persons present in the Commonwealth in violation of the immigration laws of the United States.

(3)
No law enforcement agency shall have a rule, regulation, or policy prohibiting or discouraging its officers from utilizing the provisions of this section.
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
