MEASURE'S PURPOSE: The measure further defines at-risk population who are most susceptible for lead exposure, requires testing for elevated blood lead levels, establishes identification, case management, environmental investigation and reporting guidelines and responsibilities of the state lead poisoning program and the Cabinet for Health and Family Services. A significant portion of the original bill has been removed and new language regarding "at risk persons" and the operation and riding of ATVs has been added.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: The Department for Public Health would conduct tests as required.

FISCAL EXPLANATION: The change in the level to be tested eliminates the fiscal concerns of the cabinet.
