PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 135 amends KRS 39A.100 to increase the number of days from 20 to 35 in which a delayed election is required to be rescheduled. It amends KRS 117.345 to require the State Board of Elections to pay a certain amount to each county for a delayed election and it declares an EMERGENCY.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 135 on local government is likely to be minimal. Extending the turn-around-time for a delayed election from 20 days to 35 days would give county clerks additional time to complete their work for the election. The only cost to the county board of elections would be in providing the special training necessary for conducting an "election emergency contingency plan", as provided in Section 2.(2)(q). 
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
