MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure provides for one free four-year identification card for a person who does not have a fixed, permanent address.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB240 amends KRS 186.531, Section (1)(f), which currently requires a $12 fee for the issuance of a four-year identification card by the local circuit court clerk.  Additional language requires a one-time waiver of the identification card issuance fee for a person without a fixed, permanent address.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Transportation Cabinet projects an estimated, non-recurring annual cost of $600,000 to the Road Fund, based on an estimate of 50,000 homeless persons receiving the four-year identification cards.  The issuance cost of the identification card is $12 each.
