On page 4, after line 3, insert the following:

"Prior to July 1, 2007, a person who does not meet the requirements of paragraph (d) of this subsection may be certified by the board if he or she meets all the requirements of paragraphs (a) and (b) of this subsection and passes an examination given by the National Commission for Certification of Acupuncture and Oriental Medicine (NCCAOM), or the International Academy of Medical Acupuncture (IAMA). The examination selected and approved for certification shall be an examination which has been determined through proper validation techniques to measure successfully an individual's competency to perform the certified practice of acupuncture. The candidate for certification shall also provide documentation of having completed a "clean needle course" approved by the NCCAOM or the IAMA. The examination shall be offered in Louisville, Kentucky a minimum of four (4) times between July 1, 2006, and July 1, 2007. The cost of the examination shall not exceed four hundred dollars ($400) each. The acupuncture council will issue a temporary certificate to each applicant. The temporary certificate shall expire on July 1, 2007, or upon issuance of a permanent certificate."
