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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 182 requires that by January 1, 2007, each physical fitness facility, as defined by the bill, shall have at least one automatic external defibrillator on site and at least one trained AED user on site whenever the site is in use.  Also provides for administrative regulations, fines for violations, and submission of reports on AED locations to Board of Emergency Medical Services.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 311.665 to 311.669 to define physical fitness facilities as any indoor facility owned or operated by any state government agency, or any municipal or local government agency, or any public or private elementary or secondary school, or any college or technical school, or any other public or private indoor facility that employs an individual(s) to supervise, train or assist with physical fitness activities.  Such facilities do not include outdoor facilities, facilities serving less than one hundred (100) individuals, facilities in hospitals, hotels or motels, or any facility that does not employ any individual to provide supervision to persons using the facility.

Amends KRS 311.667 to require that each local EMS system or emergency communications center to report each July 1 to the state Board of Emergency Medical Services on the location and type of AED in its jurisdiction.

Creates new section of KRS 311.665 to 311.669 to make the AED requirement, and also to require the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to inspect facilities upon receipt of complaint alleging violation of the AED requirement.  The cabinet is allowed to promulgate regulations to require more than one AED in any facility based on the judgment of necessity.

Creates new section of same statutes to provide for fines to be imposed for violations of this measure.  Fines are set at $1,500-$3,000 for second offense, and between $2,000-$5,000 for subsequent offenses.  Fines collected must remain in CHFS agency funds and be used to enforce these provisions.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

According to LRC staff, fiscal impact on municipalities is expected to be minimal to moderate, depending on whether or not the municipality owns and operates a physical fitness facility.  It is not known how many local governments own such facilities, nor the nature of services provided by such facilities or the common use thereof, as such data is not routinely collected.

Largest impact would be to the state, through the various schools, universities, colleges and technical schools.  There are approximately 1,200 public elementary and secondary schools, most of which operate some form of facilities as defined in this bill.  Additionally, there are approximately 48 physical fitness facilities operated by the 8 public post-secondary universities.  The number of such facilities operated by the community and technical colleges is not known, however this would total at least 1,240 facilities.  At an estimated cost of $1,100 for each AED device, this could total an approximate cost to the state of at least $1,372,800 for AED devices to be placed in all the necessary schools.

However, depending on possible administrative regulations regarding the ability of facilities to share AED devices, or the necessity of facilities to have more than one device, the total number of devices and therefore the total cost is indeterminable.

Any revenue to the agency fund through collection of fines is indeterminable.
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
