Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 17.500, relating to sex offender registration, to include violent offenders as registrants and define "violent offender"; amend KRS 17.510 and 17.520 to require lifetime registration of violent offenders in Kentucky; amend KRS 17.540 and KRS 439.3401 to conform.

HB 199 - AMENDMENTS

 HCS/LM/CI - Amend to limit provisions to intentional murder, to limit registration period to 10 years, and to remove registration requirement upon final expiration of sentence.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The impact of this bill would result in a number of persons being added to a special registry.  Each offender would be required to go to a probation and parole office or to any detention center in order to register.  Failure to register is currently a Class D felony.  In fiscal year 2005 there were 18 persons convicted of Class A felony and Capital Offense Murder who were released from custody.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The fiscal impact would be felt in the amount of time that it takes to register persons by Probation and Parole staff and in the amount of funding it might take to pay for incarceration of individuals who are caught after failing to register.  At this time the impact is expected to be minor.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections
