PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure requires the County Attorney to review each petition to the District Court for a hardship driver's license and permits the County Attorney to file an objection to its issuance for the court to consider before rendering its decision.

The measure provides criminal penalties of a Class B misdemeanor for failure of a hardship driver's licensee to display a vehicle rear window HDL decal and a Class A misdemeanor for violation of specified HDL restrictions.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 22 on local governments will be minimal to moderate.

The measure requires the County Attorney to review each petition to the District Court for a hardship driver's license.  The County Attorney may file an objection to its issuance for the court to consider before rendering its decision.

The measure provides criminal penalties of a Class B misdemeanor for failure of a hardship driver's licensee to display a vehicle rear window HDL decal and a Class A misdemeanor for violation of specified HDL restrictions.

Local law enforcement will need little training to comply with this measure. Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals who violate provisions of the measure. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.  Individuals convicted of a Class B misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to 90 days.
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
