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AN ACT proposing an amendment to the Constitution of Kentucky relating to civil rights.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   IT IS PROPOSED THAT A NEW SECTION BE ADDED TO THE CONSTITUTION OF KENTUCKY TO READ AS FOLLOWS:


  Neither the Commonwealth of Kentucky, nor any regulated government or agency thereof, shall enact, adopt, enforce, or administer any statute, ordinance, administrative regulation, rule, or policy that creates a legal basis for a person to have any claim of minority or protected status, quota preference, or other preferential treatment, other than on the basis of race, color, religion, disability, familial status or national origin, birth sex, or age. No other class or category shall be a legal basis for any claim of minority or protected status, quota preference, or other preferential treatment to be granted or recognized. No other status, conduct, or relationship shall constitute, entitle, or otherwise provide a person with such a legal basis. Any statute, ordinance, administrative regulation, rule, or policy that violates the foregoing prohibition shall be null and void and of no force or effect.
Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415. The question to be presented to the voters shall read as follows: "Are you in favor of amending the Kentucky Constitution to require that the State of Kentucky and all regulated governments or agencies thereof, hereby maintain, enact, adopt, enforce, or administer only those civil rights protections which are based on race, color, religion, disability, familial status, or national origin, birth sex, or age?"
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
