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AN ACT relating to civil actions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 411 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Recreational facility" means land, roads, water, watercourses, private ways and buildings, structures, and machinery or equipment when attached to the realty used for a recreational activity;
(b)
"Owner" means the possessor of a fee, reversionary, or easement interest, or a tenant, lessee, occupant, or person in control of the premises; and
(c)
"Recreational activity" includes, but is not limited to, any of the following, or any combination thereof: sports games and activities, hunting, fishing, swimming, boating, camping, picnicking, hiking, bicycling, horseback riding, roller skating, roller blading, pleasure driving, nature study, water-skiing, winter sports, and viewing or enjoying historical, archaeological, scenic, or scientific sites.
(2)
A person making a recreational facility available to others for usage in a recreational activity may contractually condition that availability on the assumption by the persons engaged in the recreational activity of any risks to themselves arising from the activity or the usage of the facility, including the failure of the owner to keep the premises safe for entry or use by others or to give any warning of a dangerous condition, use, structure, or activity on the premises to persons entering to engage in recreational activities, except that this assumption of the risk may not be extended to the owner's willful or malicious failure to guard or warn against a dangerous condition, use, structure, or activity.

(3)
The provisions of this section shall not relieve any person using a recreational facility from any obligation which that person may have in the absence of this section to exercise care in the use of the facility and in the person's activities, or from the legal consequences of failure to employ that care.
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
