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AN ACT relating to public assistance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 194A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall publish annually a report containing a list of employers with twenty-five (25) or more employees who receive state or federal funds, excluding Social Security benefits, that provide public financial or medical assistance from, but not limited to, the following:
(a)
The state Medicaid program;
(b)
The Kentucky Children's Health Insurance Program;
(c)
The Kentucky Transitional Assistance Program;
(d)
The state food stamp program; and
(e)
Any additional programs that provide public financial or medical assistance.
(2)
The report shall contain the following information:

(a)
The name and address of the employer;
(b)
The total number of each employer's employees and any dependents of employees who receive benefits from the programs identified in subsection (1) of this section;
(c)
The total cost to the Commonwealth of providing financial and medical assistance for each identified employer's employees and their dependents;
(d)
The report shall not include the names of any individual recipient of public financial or medical assistance and shall be subject to the privacy standards pursuant to the federal Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, P.L. 104-191.
(3)
The cabinet shall submit the report described in subsection (2) of this section by October 1 of each year to the Legislative Research Commission. In determining whether an employer has twenty-five (25) or more recipients, the cabinet shall include all recipients employed by the employer and its subsidiaries at all locations within the state.

The cabinet shall make the report provided for in subsection (1) of this section available to any member of the public upon request.
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
