On page 6, after line 4, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 7.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 237 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS 237.110, in order to protect all citizens of the Commonwealth, handguns and licenses to carry concealed firearms shall be automatically issued to each Kentucky resident at birth on and after the effective date of this Act.
(2)
Citizens age twenty (20) or less who were born prior to the effective date of this Act shall be issued firearms and licenses to carry concealed firearms upon registration for attendance at public schools or upon registration for a driver's permit. Citizens who do not receive a firearm and license at these registrations may seek a firearm and license from the county sheriff, who shall supply a firearm and license upon request.

Any citizen age twenty-one (21) or older who seeks a permit, certificate, or license relating to any type of employment shall be issued a firearm and license to carry a concealed firearm with the permit, certificate, or license.

All teachers in the public school systems of this Commonwealth shall be issued a firearm and license to carry a concealed firearm on the first day of school in the 2006-2007 school year.

All realtors licensed under KRS Chapter 324 shall provide the purchaser with a firearm at the closing of any building or conveyance intended to be used by the purchaser as a dwelling or residence.
(b)
As an alternative to the issuance of a firearm under paragraph (a) of this subsection, a realtor shall issue an alternate deadly weapon to a purchaser upon a showing by the purchaser that the proposed alternate deadly weapon is more suitable to the style and structure of the building or conveyance. As used in this subsection, "alternate deadly weapon" includes but is not limited to a crossbow or lightsaber that may otherwise be suitable for mounting above a fireplace.

(a)
All motor vehicle dealers licensed under the provisions of KRS Chapter 190 shall provide the purchaser with a firearm at the closing of the sale of any conveyance sold by the motor vehicle dealers.
(b)
As alternative to the issuance of a firearm under paragraph (a) of this subsection, a motor vehicle dealer shall issue an alternate deadly weapon to a purchaser upon a showing by the purchaser that the proposed alternate deadly weapon is more suitable to the driving habits of the purchaser. As used in this subsection, "alternate deadly weapon" includes but is not limited to a M1A1/2 Abrams main battle tank complete with the latest system enhancement package.".
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
