Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 510.155, relating to the procuring of minors via an electronic communications device, to include cellular telephones as a communications system; broaden the offense to include any activity that would violate KRS 510.060, 510.090, 529.030, or Chapter 531.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The amendment to KRS 510.115 adds the use of a cell phone to procure or promote the use of a minor to the list of other electronic devices in that section. Violation of the proposed legislation would be a Class D felony.

At this time, it is not possible to determine the precise impact without an estimate of how many convictions would occur under the proposed legislation.  It is possible that there would be a small spike in incarcerations upon the enactment of this legislation.
