On page 5, between lines 6 and 7, by inserting the following:

"(g)
A school council that proposes to adopt an instructional program or curriculum to instruct students on issues regarding harassment, intimidation, or bullying shall:

1.
Notify parents or legal guardians in a timely manner of the right to inspect and review instructional material  prior to adoption; 

2.
Provide parents or legal guardians the opportunity to inspect and review the instructional material prior to adoption; 

3.
Offer parents or legal guardians the opportunity to comment upon the proposal prior to adoption; and

4.
Offer parents or legal guardians the opportunity to opt out their students from instructional programs or curriculum regarding harassment, intimidation, or bullying, but those students shall remain subject to the policy that prohibits harassment, intimidation or bullying of students."; and

On page 8, line 25, by bracketing and striking through "and"; and

On page 9, line 14, after "158.445" by inserting "; and" and by bracketing and striking through "."; and

On page 9, line 15, at the beginning of the line, by inserting "(c) Provide" and by bracketing and striking through "The department shall provide"; and 

On page 9, between lines 16 and 17, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 6.
A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 158 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All personally identifiable student data collected pursuant to subsection (2)(b) of Section 5 of this Act shall be subject to the confidentiality provisions of the Kentucky Family Education Rights and Privacy Act, KRS 160.700 to 160.730, and to the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 U.S.C. sec. 1232g, and its implementing regulations.

Parents or legal guardians shall have the right to inspect or challenge the personally identifiable student records as permitted under the Kentucky Family Education Rights and Privacy Act, and the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act and its implementing regulations.
(3)
Data collected on an individual student under Section 5 of this Act shall be placed in the student's disciplinary record."; and
