PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 274 HCS establishes per diem rates to be paid for state prisoners for fiscal years 2007 and 2008.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 274 HCS on local governments will be significant. The measure sets forth per diem rates of $32.51 per qualifying prisoner per day for fiscal year 2006-2007 and $34.51 per day in fiscal year 2007-2008. The current reimbursement rate is $30.51. According to the Kentucky Department of Corrections and the Kentucky County Judge Executive's Association, 71 local jails house an average of 7,000 state prisoners per day. Assuming a similar average daily jail population, the measure would result in approximately $5.1 million in additional income in fiscal year 2007-2008 and approximately $10.2 million in additional income in fiscal year 2007-2008 for the 71 local jails. The $2 per day increase in per diem rates in each of the two years represents a 6.6% and 6.2% increase, respectively, for fiscal years 2007-2007 and 2007-2008.
