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AN ACT designating the official state Revolutionary War reenactors.

WHEREAS, Squire Boone, brother of Daniel Boone, claimed land in 1775 that became the Painted Stone Station in present-day Shelby County, Kentucky, predecessor of the City of Shelbyville; and

WHEREAS, on September 13, 1781, settlers of Painted Stone Station were evacuating to Linn Station, near Louisville, because of increasing Indian sightings when they were attacked by Indians led by British officers; and

WHEREAS, this Indian attack, and the attack on Col. John Floyd's troops sent to bury the dead the next day, became known as the Long Run Massacre and Floyd's Defeat; and

WHEREAS, the Painted Stone Settlers of Shelby County, Kentucky, a Revolutionary War reenacting group whose purpose is to emulate frontier life in the Kentucky territory during the years of the American Revolution, annually re-create the Long Run Massacre and Floyd's Defeat; and

WHEREAS, the Painted Stone Settlers also educate themselves and others through a combination of lifestyle interpretations and "first person" impressions of civilian, militia, and American Indian personas, types of dress, food ways, arts, crafts, trades, and frontier and domestic skills; and

WHEREAS, the Painted Stone Settlers reenact specific events as a way to share their knowledge and resources and give demonstrations and presentations at community events, schools, and churches to establish, maintain, promote, and support public interest in local history; and

WHEREAS, the Painted Stone Settlers have provided assistance to the Kentucky History Center, including the Center's 2004 History Day, the July 9, 2005 renaming ceremony of the Center as the Thomas D. Clark Kentucky History Center, and the Jack Hart rifle presentation of the same day; and

WHEREAS, the militia unit of the Painted Stone Settlers, known as "Butler's Rangers," participate in the annual battle of Blue Licks at the Blue Licks State Park; and

WHEREAS, members of the Painted Stone Settlers participate in the annual re-enactment of the Siege of Boonesborough at Fort Boonesborough State Park; and

WHEREAS, several members of the Painted Stone Settlers have appeared in productions shown on the History Channel, such as "The War of 1812," portraying both British officers and American militia;

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Painted Stone Settlers of Shelby County, Kentucky, are named and designated as the official state Revolutionary War reenactors.
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
