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AN ACT relating to the Kentucky Unified Juvenile Code.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 635 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
There is no minimum age for criminal responsibility for a child who commits an act which would be a crime if committed by an adult.
(2)
A child of any age may be proceeded against pursuant to this chapter or KRS Chapter 640 for the commission of any act which would be a crime if committed by an adult.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 635 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Where there is a named victim of an act committed by a child which would be a crime if committed by an adult, unless the court finds good cause not to impose any condition specified in this section and makes the reasons therefor a part of the record of the case, the court shall:
(a)
Prohibit the child from having any contact with the victim of the child's offense;
(b)
Prohibit any other child residing with the child who committed the offense from having any contact with the victim of the offense;
(c)
Prohibit the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense from having any contact with the victim of the offense;
(d)
Specifically name the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense as a party to the order and specify in the order that the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense has a duty to prevent the child who committed the offense and any other child under his or her custody or control from violating any provision of the court order;
(e)
Require the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense to pay the medical, dental, psychological, psychiatric, counseling and other costs of the treatment of the victim of the offense;
(f)
Require the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense to pay for any property damage or loss caused by the child who committed the offense;
(g)
Require the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the child who committed the offense to move their place of residence to a location not less than one thousand (1,000) feet from nearest property border to the nearest property border of the residence location of the victim of the offense; and
(h)
Issue any other order which the court deems necessary to protect the victim of the offense, any other child residing with the victim of the offense, and the parent, guardian, or person exercising custody or control of the victim of the offense.
(2)
If, at any time following the filing of a juvenile complaint or arrest of the alleged perpetrator of a an act which would be a crime if committed by an adult and prior to adjudication of the matter, the court may for the protection of the victim or the family of the victim, or both, issue any order permitted to be issued following an adjudication of delinquency or conviction of the child as a youthful offender.
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
