PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 289 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 150 which prohibits any person from hunting or harvesting wildlife in Kentucky using computer-assisted remote hunting. It also prohibits any person from providing or operating a facility that allows other to engage in computer-assisted remote hunting.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 289 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Any person found in violation of the provisions of the measure will be fined not less than $100 and not more than $500, or imprisoned for not more than six months, or both.

Local law enforcement may need additional training to comply with the provisions of HB 289. Local governments will also be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 289. Individuals convicted of a violation could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to six months, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.
