PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 290/HCS amends KRS 15.383 relating to marksmanship qualification for certified peace officers to require the law enforcement agency employing the officer to keep records of firearms qualification. HB 290/HCS also creates two new sections of KRS Chapter 237 prohibiting any unit of government from suspending, revoking, limiting the use of, or impairing the validity of a concealed deadly weapon license unless the license is revoked for reasons specified in KRS 237.110.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 290/HCS on local governments is expected to be minimal. Local law enforcement agencies may incur some administrative expense associated with housing firearms qualification records for their certified peace officers. Local law enforcement may also need some additional training to comply with the provisions included in the new sections of KRS Chapter 237.
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
