PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 297 sets forth a mechanism, including timetables, for local governing bodies to comment on requests to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services for initial licensure for a narcotic treatment program if any part of the program or any facility in which it operates would be located within one-half (1/2) mile of a public or private child-care facility or school offering any or all grades K-12.  

Under KRS 222.005(9) and 908 KAR 1:340(13),  "Narcotic treatment program" or "NTP" means a substance abuse program using approved controlled substances and offering a range of treatment procedures and services for the rehabilitation of persons dependent on opium, morphine, heroin or any derivative or synthetic drug of that group.
