On page 3, line 25, after "polling." insert the following language: "Nothing contained in this section shall prohibit a person from parking his or her vehicle within three hundred (300) feet of the entrance to a building in which a voting machine is located on election day or during the hours absentee voting is being conducted for the purpose of voting if that vehicle is affixed with a bumper sticker or bumper stickers that constitute electioneering. A vehicle displaying a bumper sticker or bumper stickers that constitute electioneering shall not remain parked on public property for a period longer than that which is necessary for the purpose of voting. A person who owns a private residence or establishment within three hundred (300) feet of the entrance to a building in which a voting machine is located on election day or during the hours absentee voting is being conducted may park his or her vehicle displaying a bumper sticker or bumper stickers that constitute electioneering on the property of that private residence or establishment."
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
