PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 329 requires local governments that have established a park for the off-road use of all-terrain vehicles with an off-site lot for the parking of trailers and the unloading of all-terrain vehicles to designate a public highway route for the use of all-terrain vehicles from the lot to the entrance of the park. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 329 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires local governments that have established a park for the off-road use of all-terrain vehicles with an off-site lot for the parking of trailers and the unloading of all-terrain vehicles to designate a public highway route for the use of all-terrain vehicles from the lot to the entrance of the park. The route must be clearly identified as such and signs indicating the nature of the route and warning motorists of the presence of all-terrain vehicles on the highway must be placed at necessary intervals along the route.

Local governments would be responsible for the cost of erecting signs on city and county owned roads identifying the route and warning motorists of the presence of all-terrain vehicles. Local law enforcement would be responsible for enforcing the applicable traffic regulations. This may result is some additional costs for local law enforcement.

There is currently one park with off-site parking that would be affected by HB 329, therefore, the fiscal impact is expected to be minimal.
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
